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NEW PAINTINGS BY ROD CAMERON LUSHLY CAPTURE TIMELESS TROPIC SCENES AT ART IN THE IRON WORKS <big></big>

HILO, Hawai’i -- MONDAY, January 2, 2006 – Big Island artist Rod Cameron will have his second one-man show in Hilo at Art in the Iron Works, located in the historic, machine-age deco-designed Hilo Iron Works building.  The show includes more than 30 paintings ranging from small oils on canvas and linen, to large format acrylics, on themes such as local landscapes and Hilo scenes to figurative works.  A free, opening reception will be held on Fri., Jan. 13, from 5:30-7:30 p.m.  The gallery is located at 1266 Kamehameha Ave.
The artist plans to donate 7 per cent of profits from his show to the Shriner’s Children’s Hospital Fund of Hilo.
About Rod Cameron
Rod Cameron is an award-winning artist, book illustrator and designer, whose honors include the Ben Franklin Gold Award for best independent children's book in 1995, and three U.S and international patents for toys.  One of his illustrations is in the New York collection of the late Laurence Rockefeller.  Recently, a large body of his illustrative works were included in the University of Connecticut Library Archives.  
Cameron studied art and design at L.A. City College, Otis Parsons School of Design and the Art Students’ League in New York City.  His career began in Honolulu, designing

concert posters and silk screened shirts.  He had a one-year painting apprenticeship in Palm Springs with California impressionist Keith Ward ("Dick and Jane" illustrations).  From there, he traveled to Mexico to do en plein air painting of extremely remote sites. 
While living and working in Southern California, Cameron produced art for the Los Angeles Times and invented toys for Warner Brother Studios stores, Hasbro and other toy companies.  He has illustrated over a dozen children's books, some of which can be found at Amazon.com and in various libraries across the country.  In 2001, the artist taught color theory at U.C. Santa Barbara Extension.
Cameron returned to Hawai'i in 2002 to concentrate his efforts on oil painting and figure drawing, finding inspiration in the Big Island’s lush, tropical environs.  In 2003, he won the first place Juror's Award at the Hawai’i State Wailoa Center gallery in Hilo.  In May 2005, he held his first one-man show at the gallery, where he again won first place.  In addition, the event was a near sell-out and is considered one of the top grossing shows in Hilo’s history.
