WEDNESDAY, AUGUST 18, 2004, San Francisco, Calif. -- The work of noted social surrealist artist-composer Frank Garvey, founder of OmniCircus, is part of the first annual Bay Area sculpture show at Varnish Fine Art.  A free opening artist's reception will be held on Sat., Aug. 21, from 7-11 p.m. at the gallery, located at 77 Natoma St., San Francisco, Calif., 94105. The show runs through Sept. 18.

The robot called "Godfella" is one of a series of archetypes created by the artist to call attention to society's lost and forgotten ghetto denizens, including street preachers, prostitutes, drug addicts and homeless, crippled beggars.  It features the artist's characteristic construction style, combining parts from rusty farm tools and junkyards with bleeding edge robotics technology.
